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1. Remove the front screw using a screwdriver without resting
the assembly on a flat surface.

2. Place the assembly on a flat surface in order to make sure that the 
components don't fall apart. Using a flat screwdriver, take the padlock (A) 
out of the assembly as shown in the figure below.

3. Keep the assembly on a flat surface, turn the padlock as shown in 
Fig. 2 so that the notch would be inverted with respect to the 
reference point and place it back on the assembly.
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4. Place back the rotated palette (B) and the screw. Using a screwdriver, 
tighten the assembly as shown below.
